Competition formats 
The competition follows the Nordic 2020 agreement for Nordic Championships 
EYC - European Youth Cup format for Youth A & B 
IFSC - World Cup format for Juniors and Seniors who climb together 
If IFSC changes the format before the end of February we will consider/try to adapt to the new format. 

 
Youth B & A 
Qualification: 8 problems, Flash, maximum 5 attempts, Group size time limit, No observation 
Final: 10 climbers, 4 problems, On-sight, 4 min. Rotation, No observation 
 
Juniors & Seniors 
Qualification: 5 problems, On-sight, Rotation, 5 min. No observation 
Final: 6 climbers, 4 problems, On-sight, 4 min. 1 problem at a time, 4x2 minute observation

Youth B Boys & Girls (born 2007-2008) 
Youth A Boys & Girls (born 2005-2006) 
Juniors Boys & Girls (born 2003-2004) 
Senior Men & Woman (born 2002 or earlier) 

 
Each country can bring up to 40 climbers – 10 for each age group

Registration procedure 
Each country sends a full list of the delegation members: 
- Climbers (full name, date of birth & local club) 
- Team official (participating in technical meeting – appeals) 
- National judge (each country are to send a national judge) 

 
The Swedish federation will send one single invoice to each registered federation. 

 
Travel to Lerum  
By air you will arrive in Gothenburg Airport 
For public transportation to Grepp (Stenkullen station) – Västtrafik – 26min travel time from 
Gothenburg central station by train. There is a train station (STENKULLEN) 300m from 
Grepp. The train stops 3-4 times per hour. Busses also stop close by.  
 
Accommodation 
You can find plenty of accommodation around Lerum, otherwise Gothenburg is only 26min 
by train. AirBnB could also be option.
